                                                               World of Animals
In the last topic we learned about Plants. Like Plants, animals are also living things. In this topic we will learn about Animals.
We see different kinds of animals around us. We know that an animal is a living thing. It breathes, feels, moves, grows and produces more of its kind.
Big Animals:
Some animals are very big in size. They can be dangerous but not all of them. Example of big animals are:- Rhinoceros, Lion, Elephant, Camel etc.
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Small Animals:
Some animals are small in size. They can also be dangerous too. Example of small animals are:- Frog, Squirrel, Rabbit, Fox etc.
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Tiny Animals:
Some animals are very tiny in size. Most of them are not dangerous. Example:-Ant, Mouse, Snail, Cockroach etc.
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Types of Animals
Wild animals are the animals which live in forest. We can also see them in zoo or a national park. [image: ]
Domestic animals are the animals which live around us in our farms or fields. They can be tamed for doing different work, so they are useful to us in various ways. They give us milk, eggs, meat, honey, wool and silk. They can carry loads too.
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Pet animals are the animals which live in our homes with us. We keep them because they give us pleasure. We love their company. Pet animals should be treated just like our family members. We should take good care of them.
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Some Other Animals
Some animals live in water. They are known as Aquatic Animals. For example:- Fish, Octopus, Seahorse etc.

Some animals can live both on land and in water. They spend some part of their life on land and some in water. They are known as Amphibian. For example:- frog, tortoise, crocodile etc.
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Birds: 
Birds are amazing as they have feathers and wings to fly.
1. They lay eggs and live in nests on trees.
2. They have beak and two legs with claws.
3. They have no teeth. Like parrot, pigeon, eagle etc.
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4. Some birds are very big and heavy. They are not able to fly. They are called Fligtless Birds. Like ostrich, emu and penguin.
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Insects:
Insects are very small animals with six legs and four wings to fly.
1. Insects do not have bones.
2. Honeybees give us honey and. Silkworms give silk fibers. They are useful insects.
3. Mosquitoes and Houseflies are harmful insects as they spread many diseases.
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4. Reptiles are animals, which crawl or move on their belly or on their small and short legs. For example:- snake, lizard.
