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					Plants in our surroundings.
EXPLANATION
We see a variety of plants around us. They make our world green and beautiful. We see plants of different shapes and sizes all around us.
Parts of a plant – Most of the plants are made up of two main parts:
a. The root system which grows below the ground.
b. The shoot systemwhich grows above the ground.
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ROOTS: There are two types of roots –
1. Tap roots		2. Fibrous roots
FUNCTIONS OF ROOT -
They hold the plant in the soil firmly. The root hairs absorb water and minerals from the soil. Some roots store extra food and are eaten by us. They are called storage roots. Example – carrot, reddish.
The Stem
It is the part of shoot system which grows above the ground. It bears branches, leaves, flowers, fruits etc. 
FUNCTIONS OF THE STEM:
1. It supports branches, leaves, flowers, and fruits.
2. It carries water and minerals from the roots to leaves.
LEAF:
It grows on the branches of plants. They are of different shapes and sizes.
FUNCTIONS OF LEAF: Leaves are known as the kitchen or food factory of the plant because they prepare food for the plant. Leaves use water and carbon dioxide in the presence of sunlight and chlorophyll to prepare sugars. This process of making food is called photosynthesis. Plants breathe through the tiny pores present in the leaves known as stomata.
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FLOWER – It is the most beautiful part of the plant. Flowers come in different shape, colours and sizes. A flower slowly changes into fruits which have seeds inside them.
FRUITS AND SEEDS – Fruits and seeds are of different shape, sizes and colours. Different fruits have different number of seeds inside them.
All seeds have a baby plant or embryo inside them which grows into a new plant when they get enough air, water and warmth. This process is known as germination.
