RULES FOR WRITING ROMAN NUMERALS

Rule 1: Repetition of a Roman numeral means addition.
a) Only I, X, C and M can be repeated but not more than three times.
b) V, L, and D cannot be repeated.
Example:                                       XX = 10 + 10 = 20
MM = 1000 +1000 = 2000
CCC = 100 + 100 + 100 =300

Rule 2: A smaller numeral written to the right of a larger numeral is always added to the larger    
             numeral.
            Example:                                         XI = 10 + 1 = 11
CX = 100 + 10 =110

Rule 3: A smaller numeral written to the left of a larger numeral is always subtracted from the larger 
             numeral. V, L and D are never subtracted.
             Example:                                           IX = 10-1 =9
XL = 50-10 =40

Rule 4: When numerals are written in a way that a numeral of the smaller value lies between the 
             numerals of the greater value, the smaller value is always subtracted from the greater value 
             after it. 
             Example:                                     LIV = 50 + (5-1)
		                                                 = 50 + 4
		                                                 = 54.
DXC = 500 + (100-10)
= 500 + 90
                                                                        = 590.
