COMMON NOUN AND PROPER NOUN 
DEFINITION 
COMMON NOUN 
1.Common names of persons, animals, places or things of the same kind are common nouns.
2.Common nouns always begins with a small letter.
EXAMPLE 
bird, dog, child, mango, table, girl, brother, father etc.
DEFINITION OF PROPER NOUN 
The special names of the people, places, animals and things are called proper noun. 
EXAMPLE
1.The Ganga (name of a river ).
2.Diwali (name of festival).
3.Monday ( name of a day ).
4.Krishna (name of a boy ).
5.Delhi (name of a place ).
EXPLANATION 
A proper noun always begins with a capital letter even if it comes in the middle of a sentence. 
A common noun begins with a capital letter if it is in the first word in a sentence.
