SUMMARY
Directions help us to read maps. We can locate any place with the help of directions. There are four main directions North, South, East and West. These are called the cardinal points. You can tell directions by observing the rising and setting of the sun. 

Your right hand should be pointing towards the rising sun, so your right hand is towards the east, your left hand is pointing towards the west. In front of you is north and behind you is south.
There are sub-directions. The directions between the north and east are called the northeast (NE). The direction between south and east is called the southeast (SE). The direction between south and west is called the southwest (SW). The direction between north and west is called the southeast (NW). 
A sundial is an instrument which shows time and direction. A magnetic compass is an instrument used by sailors to know direction. Sundial and magnetic compass are two instruments used for finding directions.
