In this way this period, when bronze was in used so, this period called the Bronze Age. 

The Bronze Age Civilization
Explanation:- 
	The Bronze Age civilization flourished along the banks of the river Indus in India. So, it is known as the Indus valley civilization. 
	Mostly all the early civilizations were settled along the banks of rivers due to severalreasons:
(i) Mostly all civilizations depended upon water supply. 
(ii) The banks of rivers had a rich fertile soil that was good for agriculture. This provided food for the people. 
(iii) Rivers were the main source of water and water was the basic need of life of people.
(iv) River water was used for drinking, cleaning and for irrigation by the people of river valley civilization. 
(v) The banks of rivers had a good enough fertile soil that was good and suitable for agriculture and it provided food for the people.

The Indus Valley Civilization
Explanation :-
	The Indus Valley Civilisaton was discovered by the Archaeological Survey of India under the guidance of two notable officers, Daya Ram Sahni and Rakhal Das Banerjee. Harappa was discovered by Sahni in 1921 and Mohanjodaro was discovered by Rakhal Das Banerjee in 1922. Thus, We can say that Indus Valley Civilization was the oldest and the ancient civilization of India, which flourished on the bank of river Indus, near about 4500 years ago. 

Chapter : The Mesopotamian Civilisation
Explanation :-
Mesopotamia literally means the land “between the two rivers” in ancient Greek. The oldest known occurrence of the name Mesopotamia dates back to 3500-600 BC, when it was used to designate the land east of the Euphrates in North Assyria. Later it was more generally applied to all the lands generally between the Euphrates and the Tigris, thereby incorporating not only parts of Assyria but also almost all the Iraq and south-eastern Turkey. The neighboring steppes to the west of the Euphrates and the western part of the Zagros Mountains were also often included under the wider term Mesopotamia. A further distinction is usually made between upper or Northern Mesopotamia and lower or southern Mesopotamia. 
In Mesopotamia, there were three main regions –Sumer, which was nearest to the sea, Akkada, this region was in the Central part and Assyria was located in the north. Sumer was first fully developed city and thus, this civilization is also called the Sumerian civilisation. Some of the important cities of this region were Ur. Eridu and Lagash.
	Upper Mesopotamia also known as the Jerzirah, is the area between the Euphrates and the Tigris from their sources down to Baghdad. 

Major features of Mesopotamian Civilization

Hammurabi
Explanation :
Hammurabi was the greatest of the Babylonian rulers. He won over territories to the north and expanded his empire in the area which is now known as Iraq. Hammurabi is famous for his Code of Law.

Position of Women
Explanation :
According to Hammurabi’s code of Law women could own property or carry out business. Women got a very respectable position in the society in Mesopotamian.

Religious Belief
Explanation :
The people of Mesopotamia worshipped various phenomena of nature as deities (gods). These were the sun, moon, stars and rain. Nannar or the Moon God was the main god of the city. The priests got an important class in the society. The people  believed in life after death.

Economic Activities/Occupations
Explanation :
Agriculture was the main occupation of the Mesopotamians. The soil was very fertile and there were good resources of water for irrigation. Art and reservoir & Wells etc. were also well developed in Mesopotamia.
