CHAPTER: SENTENCES AND CLAUSES

We already know that a sentence is a group of words that makes complete sense.
	 There are four kinds of sentences: 

Kinds of sentences:
Notes for guidance – 
Explanation  
There are four kinds of sentences.
a) A sentence that states or declares something is called a Statement. All statements will end with a full stop. 
Examples: 	I am happy to see you. 
			I study for three hours daily. 
			I go to school by van. 

b) A sentence that asks something is called a Question. All questions end with a question mark. (?) A question can be in the form of a greeting, making an offer, asking for advice, making a request or seeking permission.

Examples:	 Hi, how are you? 
			Would you like me to help you carry the books? 
			Can you direct me how to arrange the furniture in this room? 
			Could you please take that bucket of water to the bathroom? 
			May I close the door?  
We usually form questions using the words such as – why, who, whose, what, when, how, where, which etc. 
c) Commands and Requests express a particular command or request. A request is polite. A command is an order.
These are also known as Imperatives. An imperative is either a command or a request. 

Examples:	 Don’t go there after dark. (Command)  
			Please make me a cup of tea. (Request)

d) An Exclamatory sentence expresses a strong emotion or sudden fear. It always ends with an exclamation mark. (!) 
When we are surprised or excited and feel very strongly about something, we can use an exclamation. 

Examples:	What a wonderful country India is? 
			Wow what a painting!

Instructions to follow –
The children will copy down the incorrect sentence or question  first and then write the answer below it. A line is to be left  after each sub part.
Example: (fish does like he). The child has to correct the sentence.

Affirmative and Negative sentences:
Notes for Guidance
Explanation:
Sentences can be affirmative or negative. Affirmative sentences affirm or state something. 
Example: 	Yesterday it rained heavily in Lucknow. 
	This is something that happens every Christmas.


Negative sentences deny or negate something.
Example: 	I cannot visit you during the lockdown. 
	I cannot submit my project tomorrow. 

Sentences can be changed from positive to negative and from negative to positive. The meaning of the sentence will change.
Sentences can also be changed from positive to negative or negative to positive without changing their meaning. 

Q.2) Change the sentences from positive to negative or negative to positive:
Note – While changing the sentences, the meaning will also change. If the sentence is positive then change it to negative. If the sentences are negative then change it to positive.
Example.
 Sachin is a good cricket player. (The sentence is positive) You will change it to negative. 
Your answer will be Sachin is not a good cricket player. 
Similarly if the question was Sachin is not a good cricket player. ( The sentence is negative) 
Your answer will be Sachin is a good cricket player. 

a) Jaya is coming to school today.
b) Dhruv has brought me a kitten.
c) I cannot carry this bag to the bus stand.
d) Ravi has seen a dolphin before.
e) My father comes to pick me up from school.
f) I worked very hard for my result.
g) The event was a success.
h) He performed very well in his examinations.
i) My friend sleeps early every day
j) I water my garden every evening. 

Q.3) Change the sentences from positive to negative or negative to positive without changing the meaning of the sentence. 
Example: Ram is a good cricket player. Your answer will be – Ram is not a bad cricket player. The meaning is the same. 
If you write – Ram is a bad cricket player as your answer then you have changed the meaning of the sentence. 
This question is different from the second exercise. 

Let’s take another example. 
It rained less this year. Your answer will be – It has not rained much this year. The meaning has to be the same.

b) There is less water in the tank on the roof.
c) My mother wakes up early.
d) Ram is a fast runner.

Question Tags:
Notes for Guidance –
Explanation :
We can change a statement into a question by adding a Question Tag to it. In other words if we want to convert a sentence or a statement into a question then we have to add a question tag. The question tag is always put at the end of the statement to make it a question. A question tag is a ‘mini question’ at the end of a statement. When we add a question tag we put a (?) in the end. 
Note – A question tag consists of a verb and a pronoun. The tag will be an auxiliary (or helping) verb + a subject. 
We use a negative question tag with a positive statement. It contains a short form ending in n’t. 
Example – You went to the market, didn’t you? 
With a negative statement we use a positive question tag.
Example – French is not an easy language, is it? 
· When you add a negative question tag to a positive statement, you expect the answer ‘Yes’
· When you add a positive question tag to a negative state, you expect the answer ‘No’
If we want to reverse the examples above and change the question tag then you will notice the difference.
a.) You did not go to the market, did you?     b.) French is an easy language, isn’t it?

Clauses:
Notes for guidance:
Explanation :
A clause,  like a sentence,  is a group of words with a subject and a predicate. The subject consists of a noun and the words that go with it. The predicate consists of a finite verb and the words that are associated with it.
Though a clause has a subject and a predicate, it is not a complete sentence. In other words a clause is an incomplete sentence. 
Examples: I spoke to my friend on the phone. This is a sentence. 
While I spoke to my friend (This is a clause)
Ram plays many instruments very well. This is a sentence. 
Ram plays many (This is a clause)
