Chennai is the capital of Tamil Nadu. It has the beautiful fort St. George and the Marina beach. The city has many famous temples. Hyderabad is the capital of the new state of Telangana. The famous Char Minar is located here. The city is a fast growing city. Many people come here for jobs. The city has some beautiful garden. This is why it is called "Garden city"of India.
