      Operating System An Introduction
Summary-A computer is made of different parts and does different kinds of work. It also requires a manager for it. The manager in a computer is called the operating system.
Description- An operating system is the most important software that runs on a computer. It manages the computer's memory and processes, along with its software and hardware. Without an operating system a computer is useless.
Types of operating system- The three most common operating systems for personal computers are Microsoft windows, Mac os and Linux.
Graphical user interface- Modern operating systems use a graphical user interface, or GUI. A GUI let you use your mouse to click icons, button and menu. Everything is clearly displayed on the screen using a combination of  graphics and text.
Desktop- The desktop is the first screen that appears when we switch on the computer. The windows 10 desktop has following components-
Desktop background- Desktop background is simply  a screen of windows that is covered with a wall paper and as a background for different application and icons.
Wallpaper- A wallpaper is the background picture that we see on our desktop.
Icons- The small pictures displayed on the desktop that represent a program, file or folder. Start icon is at the bottom left corner of the screen. When we click on this a menu pops up on the screen. It has two panes. The left pane contains an alphabetical list of all the programs available on the computer.
Search box- You can search for anything like a program, fikle, document or the web by typing in this search box. The result are displayed in the start menu itself.
Taskbar- It is a highlighted bar at the bottom of the screen.
