OUR UNIVERSE AND PLANET EARTH
SUMMARY
All the natural objects that we see in the sky are called heavenly bodies. Some of the heavenly bodies are – the Sun, moons, stars, and planets. Stars are huge balls of burning gases. The universe is made up of thousands of large groups of stars. A large group of stars and other heavenly bodies together form a galaxy. Our Earth is a part of the Milky Way Galaxy.
THE SOLAR SYSTEM – The Sun is a large star. The Sun is the most important heavenly body. Life on Earth is possible because of the heat and light from the Sun. The family of the Sun is called the Solar Systems. The Sun is at the centre of the solar system. The solar system has a family of eight planets, their satellites which are known as moons, and pieces of rocks and dust, all moving around the Sun. A planet is a heavenly body which moves around the Sun. There are eight planets – Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and Neptune. These planets are of different sizes. Planets do not have their own light. The planets shine because they reflect the light from the Sun.


Movements of the Earth – Earth has two movements – rotation and revolution.
Rotation: The spinning or movement of the earth along its axis is called rotation. The Earth spins from West to East. It completes one rotation in 24 hours or one day. Rotation causes day and night. 
Revolution: The movement of the Earth around the Sun is called revolution. The path along which the Earth moves around the Sun is called the orbit
The Earth is surrounded by a layer of air called atmosphere. The atmosphere contains gases like oxygen, 
Carbon dioxide, hydrogen, nitrogen, ozone, water vapour, and dust particles. All living things need air to breathe. There is more water than land on Earth; therefore it is called the Blue Planet.
EXPLANATION
1. All the natural objects that we see in the sky are called heavenly bodies.
2. A huge group of stars and other heavenly bodies together form a galaxy. All parts of the country do not receive rainfall at the same time.
3. Man- made satellites are called artificial a satellites.
4. Earth’s true shape is not a perfectly round. It is slightly flat at the top and at the bottom with a slight bulge in the middle.
5. Revolution around the Sun causes different seasons.
6. Oxygen is the most important gas in the atmosphere.
