THE EGYPTIAN CIVILIZATION
Explanation-1
The Egyptian Civilization flourished along the valley of the river Nile. The river Nile was the centre of the Egyptian Civilization. The Egyptian Civilization came into existence between 3000 BC and 1000 BC. The civilization can be divided into three phases-the old, the Middle and the New Kingdom.
The main features of The Egyptian Civilization.
The Society- The Egyptian kings (Monarchs) were called pharaohs. Monarchs were the most powerful persons in society and they were regarded as the representative of God. The priests and the officials were got the second position after monarchs in the society. The farmers and the craftsmen came into the third number. The slaves, who were the prisoners, got the fourth position. They were treated as the workers of society. Women were equal to men. Poor women used to work in fields. Rich women lived in luxury, though they were not given any power and authority in the family. The Egyptians were fond of singing and dancing. The harp was a very popular musical instrument. They knew playing chess. Wheat, millet and barley were the main crops.
Economic Activities/Occupation- People were doing various occupations. Many luxurious goods were produced in a large quantity. Tusk and precious stones were in fashioned. The Egyptians were expert in stone work particularly in making stone vases, which they exported. They also produced glassware. The river Nile was used as a water way. Mules were also used to carry goods along the land routes.
Religious Beliefs- A number of gods and goddesses were worshipped by the Egyptians. Ra, the Sun God, was the chief God. Horus was the sky God and Isis was the goddess of Earth. The Egyptians believed in life after death. The king was regarded as a divine being. He was not allowed to perish. After death, his body was preserved (called Mummy) and placed in a decorated stone Coffin, along with all the belongings that he had used. The king’s tomb was made into a monument called the pyramid.
Art and Architecture- As it is known that Egypt is famous for its pyramid. The Great Pyramid at Giza, built near Cairo in about 2650 BC by pharaoh Khufu is the most striking of all the pyramids. It is one of the seven wonders of the ancient world. The Egyptians were fond of luxurious life. They were also fond of hunting.
Another great splendor of architecture is the Sphinx, with the body of a lion and the head of a man. The temples at Konark and Abu Simbel are famous throughout the world. The temple at Abu Simbel is dedicated to the Sun God. The temple at Konark has a massive hall supported by 130 beautiful pillars.
System of writing- The Egyptians wrote on the leaves of a plant called papyrus. Their script is called Hieroglyphics. It consist of twenty-four signs representing consonants, but no vowels. Signs were used for representing ideas and the number of signs were as many as 500. Champollion, a French decipherer,  (reader) succeeded in reading the script.
The decimal system was known to the Egyptians. There were different signs for 1, 10 and 100.
Decline of the Egyptian Civilization- After the New Kingdom came to an end, the Egyptian Civilization decreasing slowly. Probably, internal rebellions and foreign invades weakened the Kingdom. Later, the Assyrians, Persians and Romans won over/captured Egypt and made it a part of their kingdoms.

The Chinese Civilization
Explanation-2
The Chinese civilization As it is known that all civilizations are developed along the valley of rivers. In the same way. The Chinese civilization also flourished in the valleys of the three rivers. The Hwang Ho, Yangtse and Si kiang. The first civilization came into existence around 1800 BC. The Chinese civilization reached in the highest peak under the guidance of two rulers Shang and Chou.
Special feature of Chinese Civilization:-
The Society- The whole society was divided into classes. The king occupied the top position  in society. The king was followed by the nobles, merchants craftsmen, farmers and last of all, the slaves who were prisoners of war. The army played a significant role in society and the rulers also depended upon the army for wars and administration.
Economic Activities / occupation- In China agriculture was the main occupation for the source of income. The system of irrigation was very well and millet was their staple (main) food. Linen and silk woren for clothes.
The Chinese were very expert for making very fine glazed pottery called porcelain (also called China ware). Broze weapons were also in fashion. The Chinese were well skilled in making beautiful pottery form porcelain. In those days China ware and Chinese silk were in great demand.
Religious Beliefs- The Chinese believed in life after death. The Chinese were orthodox. They buried their dead along with their belongings such as-pottery, broze vessels, furniture and other articles. The Chinese had an important tradition to worship their forefathers. They believed that the soul of the dead had great powers probably, mysticism and magic were a part of their life and the oracles occupied an important position in society.
Trade and commerce- The people of ancient Chinese Civilization had good trade relations with Egypt, Mesopotamia and India. Silk, Chinaware, tea and paper were exported from China. Chinese silk was in great demand among the rich all over the world.
System of Writing- The Chinese script is elaborate and has not changed much over the ages. There are few certain symbols representing ideas. The Chinese wrote on strips of silk and strips of bamboo, with a brush.
Science- The Chinese were well-known in different branches of science. The Chinese calendar had lunar months, each of 30 days. However, they were able to calculate the length of the year accurately, that is, 365 and ¼ days. They could foretell eclipses and the outlook of comets. They were well skilled in architect. The most important work is the Great wall of China which was built in the third century BC.
Importance of Rivers- Early settlements were always on the banks of rivers due to the following reasons-
(i) Rivers were a good source of drinking water.
(ii) Water was also needed for domestic use, such as washing, cleaning, bathing and cooking.
(iii) Water was also very necessary for irrigation.
(iv) Rivers served as a water way and encouraged trade and communication. And make us to.
(v) Trade and communication also play an important role and understand and appreciate the culture of other lands, in the form of dress, food habit, religious beliefs and festivals.
