EXPLANATION
Output Devices:
· The output devices provide communication between the computer and the user.
· The results of various operations by the computer on the data we have given  are communicated by the output devices.
· Some of the commonly used output devices are the following:
Monitor:
· Monitor is the most important output devices of a computer and most commonly used.
· Monitor looks like a television set. It can display text characters and graphics in colours or in shades of grey.
· Whatever is typed on the keyboard gets displayed on the monitor.
· There are two types of monitors :
· CRT (Cathode Ray Tube)			●     LCD (Liquid Crystal Display)
· CRT monitors are bigger in size whereas, LCD monitors are flat and thus take less space.
Printer :
· Printer is an output device connected to a produce images (numbers, alphabets,	graphics etc.) on the paper.
· The information printed by the printer on a paper is known as ‘Hard Copy’ of the	output.
· Printers are available today with different shapes, sizes and printing technologies.
· There are two categories of printers- impact printers and non-impact printers.
· Some of impact printers are: dot matrix printer, daisy-wheel printer and drum printer.
· Some of non-impact printers are: Inkjet and Laser printer.
Plotter:
· A plotter gives high quality output on papers.
· There are two types of plotter:
a. Drum Plotter		b. Flatbed Plotter
· It is used to generate large printouts of constructions maps, engineering drawing and 	big posters.

Projector:

· A projector is a device that displays videos, images or text on a large screen.
· The two types of projectors are LCD (Liquid Crystal Display) and DLP (Digital Light Processing) projectors.

Speakers and Headphones:
· Speakers and headphones are used to listen to music and songs as output from the 	computers.
Storage Devices:
· Storage devices are used to store information for a long period.
· There are two types of storage devices
· Internal storage devices
· External storage devices
Hard Disk:
· Hard disk is the most powerful storage device in the computer.
· A Hard disk is made of metal plates and encased in a sealed dust proof case.
· Hard disk can store huge amount of data in its memory.
CD (Compact Disk):
· Compact disc’s are the most attractive storage devices these days.
· The diameter of the CD ranges from 10 cm to 30 cm.
· One CD can store 600 MB to 750 MB data on it.
DVD (Digital Versatile Disk):
· The full forms of  DVD is Digital Versatile Disk or Digital Video Disk.
· It is smaller to CD but can store much more data, approximately 7 to 21 GB.
· A single DVD can store many cartoon movies.
Pen Drive:
· Pen Drive is a portable storage device.
· It is also known as Flash drive.
· This device is attached outside the computer at a place called USB port.
· It stores large amount of data from one computer to another computer.
· It is small in size and less in weight.
Motherboard:
· Motherboard is the most expensive single devices in a system unit.
· All the electronic components inside the system unit are connected to the 	motherboard.
CPU:
· The control unit and Arithmetic and Logic Unit of computer system are collectively 	called CPU (Central Processing Unit).
· The CPU controls all the parts of a computer.
· All Processing, computations and calculations are done in this device.
· CPU is known as the brain of the computer system.
· CPU is made up of single IC called Microprocessor.
Internal Memory:
RAM:
· RAM stands for Random Access Memory.
· It is a volatile memory.
· The data will be lost when the computer is turned off.
· Data and instruction are temporary in RAM.
ROM:
· ROM stand for Read Only Memory. 
· It is a non volatile memory.
· Data and instruction are Permanent stored in ROM.
Modem:
· Modem stand for modulator demodulator.
· A Modem converts a digital signal to analog for transmission over analog signal 	carriers like phone lines.
· The process of converting a digital signal to an analog signal is called modulation and	vice- versa of this process is called demodulation.
