                                     LIVING AND NON- LIVING THINGS
Explanation  :
We are living in a very beautiful world with different things around us. Some of them are given to us by nature and we call them Natural Things like trees,plants,fruits,sun,moon,air,birds,animals etc. And we also have Man-Made Things ,man-made means, which we have created, like clothes,toys,computer,house,buildings,cars etc.
Living things and Non-Living Things:
We see lots of different things around us.They can be either living or non-living things. Living things are those which have life in them, they breathe to live, they eat food to survive. Example- Human beings and animals eat food and take oxygen to live and plants takes water and sun light to live. Non-living things are those which do not have life in them, they do not eat and breathe. Example- mountains, buildings, car etc.
Difference between living and non-living things:
1) Living things grow, means, they increase in their size and length with time.
Non-living things do not grow,like, cars do not increase its size with time.
2) Living things move. Non-living things do not move.
3) Living things need food and water to live, but Non-living things do not need food and water.
4) Living things breathe but non-living things do not breathe.
5) Living things re-produce but non-living things do not re-produce. Example – animals lay eggs or give birth to new babies, plants produce their kind of small plants by seeds.
