Numbers up to 99,99,99,999
In previous class you have learnt about the place value , face value ,expanded form of the numbers upto 9,99,999
Some important point I will explain again to remind you .
1. Comma are used to separate each period.
2. Marking periods help us to read large number and also write numbers correctly .
3. The place value of the digits in a number can be worked out easily.

Note- Always read a number from the left to right ie. from the highest period to the smallest.
Face Value- The face value of a digit in a number is the digit itself no matter where digit are placed.
Place Value – Place value of a digit in a number is its value according to its place.
Place value = digit x value of the place in the number.
Some examples are given below related to this chapter.
Ex-1Write the number name for the following numerals.

b. 31,21,730 – Thirty one lakh twenty one thousand seven hundred thirty.

Now we have to write smallest 8-digit number .We cannot start a number with 0 . The next smallest digit in the given set of digit is 1 write 1 followed by 0 and then write from the smallest to the greatest order.
The smallest 8-digit number= 1,02,34,578
