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DEFINITION  
A noun shows the difference between male and female are called gender.  
EXPLANATION  
There are four types of gender.  
1. MASCULINE GENDER  
2. FEMININE GENDER  
3. NEUTER GENDER 
4. COMMON GENDER  
•MASCULINE GENDER  
A noun denotes a male is called a masculine gender.  
Example- boy, uncle, brother, father, tiger , dog etc. 
•FEMININE GENDER  
A noun denotes a female is called feminine gender.  
Example- girl , sister , mother, aunt, tigress etc. 
•NEUTER GENDER  
A noun that denotes a non living thing is said to be of the neuter gender.  
Example - book, house, watch etc. 
•COMMON GENDER  
A noun that denotes a gender that is either a female or a Male is called as a common gender.  
Example - parent, children, servant, friends, cousin etc.
