Chapter - Verbs
Definition:A verb is a word which says something about a subject. 
Example: The man killeda snake. 
Explanation
· Verbs are the most important part of a sentence. In fact, we cannot form a sentence without a verb. 
Example:Rohan is playing football. 
· A verb in a sentence may be formed in different ways. 
Example:
1. Sandhya sat on a chair. (one word)
2. Raj is sitting on a stool. (two words)
3. Rohit will be sitting on that sofa. (three words) 
· The Verbs has, have and hadshow belongings when used as main verbs. 
Example:
1. I have a new toy.
2. Ihad a long skirt.
3. She has a younger brother. 
In above sentences has is used with Singular noun and have is used with plural noun in present form and had is used in past form. 
· If the subject in a sentence is Singular, the verb should also be singular. 
 Example: A worm wriggles in water. 
· If the subject in a sentence is plural, the verb should also be plural. 
Example: Worms wriggle in water. 
· With I and you we always use a plural verb. 
Example:
1. You are a good boy.
2. I walk to school
