CHAPTER- ADDITION

Definition- The addition is taking two or more numbers and adding them together, that is, it is the 
                    total sum of two or more numbers.

The symbol used to indicate Addition is + (plus symbol).

We have already learnt about addition of 3- digit and 4- digit numbers.
1. The numbers that are added are called addends.
1. The result obtained after addition is called the sum.
1. Numbers can be added in any order but their sum remains the same.
Example: 
                             
1. Adding 0 to any number or any number to 0, the sum is the number itself.
Example: 
                               
1. Adding 1 to any number gives its successor.
Example: 
1. The sum of addends is always greater than each of the addends (except when the addends are 0 or 1).
1. Always start addition from the ones place and move to the tens and so on.
1. When the number of digits in addends is different, keep in mind the place of each digit. Start writing the digits from ones place.
