Landforms and people (The cold desert Ladakh)
Ladakh is a cold desert of India lying in the Lap of the great Himalayas. Several rivers flows through Ladakh. Indus is notable among them. The Karakoram and the Zaskar mountains are the main mountain ranges running through Ladakh. The rivers form the valleys with the steep sides known as gorges. Several glaciers like Gangari also found in Ladakh.
The places on high altitude of Ladakh are snow covered and these lie in the rain’s shadow area.
	Because of high aridity the vegetation is sparse. Groves of the willows and poplars are seen in the valleys. Robins, redstarts, raven and hoopoe are some common birds, wild sheep and yak are main animals reared for milk, meat and hides. Yak’s milk is used to make cheese and butter
Ladakh is a cold desert because there is only snowfall here and it gets no rainfall.

People of Ladakh are the lover of Nature they keep themselves away from modernization. Scarcity of resources, harsh climatic conditions, undulating topography are the factors which have made their lives full of hardship.

EXPLANATION 03  
(Life in the GANGA BRAHMAPUTRA BASIN)

The Ganga Brahmaputra basin lies in the sub topical region of India. The tributaries of the River Ganga like the Ghaghra, the Son, the Chambal, the Gandak, the Kosi and the tributaries of Brahmaputra drain it.
The plain of the Ganga and the Brahmaputra, the mountains and the foot hills of the Himalayas and the Sundarban delta are the main features of this basin. The region has monsoon climate. Agriculture is the main occupation of this region. Most of the farmers adopt intensive method of farming where most of the work is done manually, high doses of biochemical inputs and irrigation are used to get high production, wheat, maize, rice are major food crops and sugarcane and Jute are major cash crops. In Assam and west Bengal Tea is grown as cash crop which is also an example of plantation crop. Tropical deciduous trees grow in this region notable among them are teak, Sal, Peepal and bamboo. Sundarban delta is covered with mangrove forests. Sundari is main tree of this forest. There is a variety of wildlife in the basin. Elephant, tigers, deer and monkeys are found in this region. In the fresh waters different types of fish are found such as the rohu, catla and hilsa etc. All the four ways of transport like roadways, railways, waterways and airways are well developed in this basin. Electronic machine and tools, textiles, paper, Jute, sugar, cement, iron steel are main industries of this region. The Taj Mahal in Agra, Buddhist temple in U.P. & Bihar. Imambara in Lucknow, Kaziranga sanctuaries in Assam attract the tourists from all over world. Kolkata is an important port of this region.
