RURAL LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT

EXPLANATION –1
(Local Self-Government in Rural Areas- The Panchayati Raj)
The states in India are so big that it is not possible to take care of each & every village in every district, so it is divided into three tires or levels. The Zila Parishad at the district level. The Panchayat Samitis at the block level, Village Panchyats at village level. 
In this way the rural local governments function at three levels. This administration works from the bottom level is the Panchayat (in village) the second level is the Panchayat Samitis at the block level (for a number of villages) and at the top level is Zila Parishad or District administration (district level)
The Village Panchayat – Every village having a population of over 1500 has a Gram Sabha. All adults of the village have a right to cast their vote. They elect a small committee of about 7 to 15 members to form a local government of the village. This committee is known as the Panchayat and is headed by the Sarpanch (Gram Pradhan).
The village Panchayat is the lowest administration of Indian democracy.
It is necessary that Village Panchayat should have a member belonging to schedule caste, backward community (one-third) and from women (one-third). If the Sarpanch does not work well he can be removed by two third of the Panchayat members vote against him.
Term – The Panchayat has a five year term. If there is a problem, the Panchayat calls for a meeting of Gram Sabha. Generally, a meeting is held every month.
Function – There is a secretary in each and every Gram Sabha who is paid by the government. The village Panchayat is responsible for welfare of the village. Its duty is to provide all the basic needs of the villagers. As-primary school, a primary health centre, metalled roads leading to the market place, irrigation facilities, proper drainage and a clean environment.
Sources of income – The Village Panchayat has few sources of income as-taxes on houses, a very normal tax on hawkers, sale of goods in fairs, and some fine are imposed on offenders, etc. There are few community centers which are given for rent and are also a source of income for the Gram Panchayat. The state government also gives a part of the land revenue, to the Panchayats.

THE NYAYA PANCHAYAT –
EXPLANATION 2 –
The Nyaya Panchayat or Village Court means providing justice at Gram Sabha level. Nyaya Panchyat is formed for every three to four villages. The village court helps to the district court to reduce the burden of too many cases that helps in fast and inexpensive justice for the villagers. Each village panchayat elects some members to the Nyaya Panchyat. The Village Courts can hear only small cases of theft or of illegal capturing of public places. It can impose a fine of up to Rs.1000. The Nyaya Panchayat has no right to imprison anyone. The Nyaya Panchayat always works under the guidance of state government. Every state has a director of Panchayats for this purpose.
The Panchayat Samiti
The Panchayat samiti is formed at the block level with the help of a member of villages. It is also known as the Area Panchayat. This is the local government at the block level for the villagers. It consist of the sarpanchs or village Headman of all the villages. Members of the Union Parliament & Legislative Assembly (MLAs) of that area. It has indirectly elected head called Chairman or Block Pramukh. The Block Development Officer (BDO) who is a government officer is also member of panchayat smiti.     
Work they do/services they offer- 
Functions:- The main aim of the Panchayat Samiti is to supervise the activities of the related villages regarding roads and transport, irrigation, health services, agriculture etc. The panchayat samiti plans for the improvement of the area. It is prepared by BDO in coordination with state government. BDO advises to the local population on different subjects like planting of trees, better methods of agriculture & providing good quality of seeds & fertilizers etc.
Sources of income – The Panchayat Samiti has the main sources of income as the grants and aids from the state government. Other sources of income are /imposing taxes on land, houses and cattle.

THE ZILA PARISAHD
EXPLANATION 3-
The Zila Parishad is formed at the district level. It is also District Board.
Composition – The Zila Parishad has the following members.
a. All chairman of Panchayat Samitis & their BDO.
b. Members of parliament and state legislative from the district.
c. D.M. or District Magistrate of the District.
d. Heads of all government department in the district.
e. It elects its own chairman indirectly from its own members.
Functions:- The Zila Parishad is responsible for the all round development of the district in rural area. It is a link between the district & the state government. It coordinates the work of the circle panchayats. It scrutinize the budgets of all the local bodies in the district & recommends grants for those local bodies.
Sources of income:-  The District Board has very less sources of their own income. They get a part of the tax collected from the fairs. But they mostly depend upon the state government for help. All the uncovered expenses of the District Board are borne by the state Government. 
Committees of the Zila Parishad or the District Board – Zila Parishad is mainly helped in its work by two committees.
1. The working committee		2. The development committee.  
The cooperative societies –
It is true that the state governments have setup departments and developments officers for the welfare of the districts, but real improvement of the villages is brought about by the villagers themselves. For this purpose the nation has setup the scheme of Cooperative Societies. 
Loan schemes – (There are many loan schemes launched by the state government for the improvement and betterment of women so that they may start cooperatives producing various crafts, such as jute and cane work, pottery, embroidery, tailoring, jewellery made out of various things, wood work, weaving and home-made food items. State governments have also provided to help such cooperatives to set up their shops in market places and towns). 
Mahatma Gandhi correctly said that we must make a conscious effort to make our villagers self sufficient that each family in the rural sector will be self dependent. He preached the mantra of swadeshi).
