CHAPTER-Adjectives

NOTE: Dear students, today I am going to discuss again another important topic from your book 
             i.e. ACE English Grammar and Composition for Schools.

                   As in the previous module we had already discussed about the noun and its kinds. Now          
                   we are going to discuss other parts of speech i.e. adjectives.

OBJECTIVES- The main objectives of discussion of this chapter are as given below-

· To clear the concept of adjectives and the doubts that the students face in solving the exercises related to the topic.
·  It also helps them in framing of sentences by making sure of the correct usage of adjectives in a sentence.
· The chapter develops the understanding of the students on how to convert nouns and verbs into adjectives.

WHAT ARE ADJECTIVES?

In simplest way we can define an adjective as modifiers. Now, we discuss whom they modify.

Adjectives are the words that are used to modify or give some additional information about a noun or a pronoun. Adjectives tell us about the quality that a noun or pronoun has. It may be external or internal. External quality refers to the physical characteristics that we can see and observe. What we cannot see or perceive through our sense organs is described as internal quality. Let’s go through the examples to make it clearer.

Examples- 
1. Please bring me the round, yellow book. (The adjective ‘round’ and ‘yellow’ are telling us what kind of book it is)
2. The history books are on the third shelf. The adjective ‘third’ is telling us which shelf the history book is on)
3. This ring has been in our family for generations. (The adjectives ‘this’ and ‘our’ is telling us which ring has been in whose family)

KINDS OF ADJECTIVES

There are nine kinds of adjectives which are discussed in the detail.

1. Descriptive adjective-It describes the nature or quality of an object, person, animal, or thing.
Example: long, beautiful, hairy etc.

2. Demonstrative adjective- It demonstrates or points to a particular person, place or object.
                                                        Example: this, that, these, those etc.

3. Possessive adjective- It shows that something belongs to someone.
                                                 Example: my, your, our, his, her, etc.

4. Quantitative adjective- It indicates the amount of noun but do not indicate an exact number.
                                         Example: some, many, much etc.

5. Numeral adjective- It gives the number of noun or to show its place in a sequence.
                                  Example: One, second, twelve and so on.

6. Interrogative adjective- It asks a question about a noun.
                                          Example: What, which, whose etc.

7. Distributive adjective- It describes specific members out of a group or singles out one or 
                                       more individual items or people.
                                       Example: Each, every, any etc.

8. Proper adjective- It comes from a proper noun.
                               Example: Chinese, Indian, Bengali etc.

9. Emphasizing adjective- It is used to lay stress on the noun that comes after it.
                                         Example: very, own and so on.

Now, from the above definitions and kinds of adjectives we learn about it and move to the exercises to clear our doubts.
