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EXPLANATION-1
In the end of the 9th century, Samanids who were Iranian, ruled in the eastern part of Iran and Afghanistan.  Samanids had to face constantly the raids of Turkish Tribes. Among the Turkish, Alaptgin who was a slave commander, established his independent kingdom with its capital at Ghazni. So the Samanid Empire was replaced by Ghaznavid.
Mahmud of Ghazni
Sultan Mahmud, who was the son of Subuktigin( a Turkish noble) succeeded the throne of Ghazni. Mahmud was the first Turkish invader to attack on India from the north-western side. Mahmud wanted to buld a strong empire in central Asia. So, he needed huge amount of money to organise a well equipped army. He had heard of the enormous wealth stored in the temples of India and decided to raid the country. From 1000CE to 1025 CE, Mahmud raided India 17 times. He first attacked Jaipal. Mahmud’s attacks were directed on the temple cities because a lot of wealth was stored in the temples in the form of gold and jewellery and large donations from rich people. Mahmud raided the rich temple cities of North India and plundered Nagarkot, Kangra, Thaneswar, Kanauj and Kalinjar. The most important invasion of Mahmud was his raid in 1025 CE of the Somnath temple in Kathiawar. Mahmud is remembered in Indian history as an ‘Idol-Breaker’ invader. Firdausi, the great Persian poet  and author of Shahnama and Al-Beruni, the great  Persian historian were patronised by Mahmud. Mahmud never tried to build an empire in India. He was only interested in the wealth of the country. The vast treasures of India were used to beautify Ghazni and transform into a magnificent capital city.
Impact of Mahmud’s raids
Mahmud’s raids were like a gateway for Central Asian rulers. Due to the endless wars in Central Asia among Mahmud’s successor, India was spared from Muslim attacks for the next one and a half centuries.
Mohammad Ghori’s invasion 
The credit for establishing a Muslim Empire in India goes to Maizzuddin Muhammad, popularly known as Muhammad Ghori, the ruler of Ghor, dreamt of building up a large empire in Central Asia, he turned eastward towards India. By the end of the 12th century, Muhammad Ghori unlike Mahmud of Ghazni invaded India to extend his empire and not merely to plunder its wealth.
First battle of Tarain
At that time, Prithviraj chauhan, the Rajput ruler of Delhi and Ajmer was most powerful king was expanding his territory in the west while Muhammad Ghori was trying to get entry into India. The conflict between the two was sparked off over Bhatinda. Prithviraj defeated Muhammad Ghori in the first battle of Tarain in 1911 CE.

Second battle of Tarain
However, Muhammad Ghori was not a person to give up his dream. He re-organised his army and marched against Prithviraj. The two armies met again at Tarain. Prithviraj was able t understand the gravity of the situation. He appealed to all kings of North India for help but most of the kings refused. Muhammad Ghori defeated the Rajput ruler Prithviraj in the second battle of Tarain in 1192. The Indian territories conquered by him became a province of his empire . He appointed Qutb-ud-din Aibak as the governor of his province and returned to Ghor, where he was murdered in 1206 CE. Qutb-ud-din Aibak became the heir to his Indian possessions.

EXPLANATION-2
Qutb-ud-din Aibak began his life as a slave of Muhammad Ghori. The dynasty founded by him is known as the Slave dynasty or Mamluk dynasty. He was purchased by Muhammad of Ghur. Qutb-ud-din Aibak ascended the throne of Delhi in 1206. He suppressed all internal revolts and checked external invaders. As a ruler, he was charitable and just .He gave large sums of money to the needy irrespective of their religion. That’s why, he was popularly known as ‘Lakhbaksh’ or giver of Lakhs. He was a devout follower of Islam. He built two mosques, one in Delhi called the Quwwat- ul- Islam and other at Ajmer called Adhai-din ka Jhoupara. He also started the construction of the Qutb Minar in the honour of famous sufi saint Qutb-ud-din Bakhtiyar. He died in 1210 after a fall from a horse while playing Polo at Lahore.
Iltutmish
Shamas-ud-din Iltutmish  who belonged to Ilbari tribe was intelligent and handsome, Aibak bought him at a high price and later made him his son-in-law. Iltutmish ascended the throne in 1211 CE. I ltutmish had to face several problem. There were many rival claimants such as Nasiri-ud-din Qabacha,Yaldiz and Ali Mardan. They all were claimimg themselves as the heir of Muhammad Ghori and were opposed to Iltutmish. Iltutmish led an army to defeat all claimants. He even formed a group of powerful Turkish noble called Chalisa, who helped him in his difficulties. He won the sympathy of the Muslim by getting his claim to the throne approved from the caliph of Baghdad.
In AD 1229, the caliph of Baghdad gave him the title of Sultan-i- Azam.Minhaj-us-siraj, the author of Tabaqat-i-Nasiri was patronised by him. After a long reign of 26 years, Iltutmish died in 1236 CE. He may be regarded as the true architect of the Muslim power in India.
