PARAGRAPH WRITING

NOTE: Today I am going to discuss a very important topic from your book i.e. ACE English Grammar and Composition for Schools. Our today’s topic is writing a paragraph. It is very important for home examination purpose and as well as for board examinations.  In this chapter firstly we discuss about the paragraph; what a paragraph is; why we write a paragraph. Later on we will discuss our grammar part i.e. Prepositions, what are prepositions, their kind and their correct usage. So let’s start and learn and after that we will practice by going the assignment that I will give you at the end.

WRITING A PARAGRAPH

A paragraph is a group of sentences about a particular idea. It has one main or topic sentence. This sentence contains the main idea of the paragraph while the rest of the sentences are interconnected with each other. At the end the closing sentence is the last sentence that restates the main idea of the paragraph.

Linkers: Linkers are used as connectors that link or relate one idea or sentence of the text with 
                another and they connect the idea logically. Some linkers that are commonly used that 
                helps in framing a good paragraph are-first of all, also, in addition, similarly, moreover,  
                however, although, yet, for example and so on.

Note- Points that you should keep in mind while writing a paragraph.
· Write the topic sentence, supporting sentence, and the closing sentence
· Write clear and simple sentences to express meaning
· Focus on the main idea of the paragraph
· Use a dictionary to find additional words to express your ideas.

SAMPLE PARAGRAPH

Galaxies are vast clusters of thousands of millions of stars, planets, gases and dust, which are held together by gravity. There are over 1billion galaxies, and rach is very long way from its nearest neighbour. Galaxies were formed during the Big Bang explosion about 1billion years ago. When this phenomenon occurred, everything that was in Universe flew out in all different directions. Scientists believe that the galaxies were formed from the lumps of matter that resulted. However, the process is nowhere near complete. The Universe is still expanding, galaxies are still rushing away from each other, and new stars are being created.

TOPIC- PREPOSITIONS

As we have already discussed that Prepositions are one of the important part of parts of speech. Now, we will study it in detail.

What are prepositions? 
The most simple and shortest definition of preposition is 'Relating Words'. Now, we discuss what it relates. Before going through the relationship of preposition with other words in a sentence let’s go through the definition of preposition.

Prepositions- Prepositions are the relating words that show the relationship of the noun to something     
                        else in the sentence. For example:
1. The swimmer dived into the pool.
2. Spread the jam with a knife.
3. The teacher stood in front of the class.

There are so many types of prepositions that we use in our daily life, some of them are discussed below-
1. Preposition of place: It tells us about the place of the object or noun in the sentence.  
                                     For example: 
i) The books are on the table.
ii) The boy dived into the pool.

2. Preposition of position: It tells about the position of the object or noun in the sentence.
                                                    For example:
i) The thieves ran towards the balcony.
ii) The granny went down stairs.

3. Preposition of movement: It tells about the movement of an object in the sentence.
                                                         For example:
i)  The bike went across the field.
ii) Rahul entered the hall through the entrance.
4. Preposition of time: Preposition of time tells us about the time on which an action takes 
                                   place.

i) We will go to the party at nine. 
ii) She will come on Friday.
